On board with LPG

To ensure an LP Gas system on a marine
craft remains safe, some checks should be
carried out periodically by the owner.

+ If you smell gas, turn off the supply at the
cylinder and have someone investigate the
problem.

« If there has been an accidental gas escape,
allow time for gas to disperse before
activating an ignition source.

% Always keep cylinders upright - they should
never be laid down even when empty.

# Make sure the cylinder compartment is used
only to store the cylinder and components.
+ Keep potential sources of ignition away from

cylinders.

« Check cylinder connections and hoses for
leaks replacing them when necessary.

« Check for cylinder corrosion.

« Ensure that areas in which gas appliances
are operating are properly ventilated.

% Gas detection systems may need re-
calibrating from time to time.

+ Have a suitable fire extinguisher on board.

New installations or repairs

« Always use a licensed gasfitter for any
installation, repairs or alterations involving
gas. Don’t be tempted to do it yourself.

« Only purchase appliances displaying an
AGA/ALPGA approval sticker.
